“Controlled Environments for Conservation from Genes to Ecosystems”

This year’s meeting on the above theme is to be held at the University of Sussex near Brighton, situated within the South Downs Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, and also at Wakehurst Place within the High Weald Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

The meeting will commence on Monday the 6th September with registration at Bramber House, University of Sussex from 12.30 pm onwards. There will be a buffet lunch followed by an afternoon scientific session. 

The Conference Dinner in the evening will be followed by the AGM. The dinner and the AGM will be in Bramber House. Overnight accommodation has also been arranged in the new Swanborough residence nearby.

After breakfast on Tuesday morning you will travel (transport can be arranged) to Wakehurst Place Millennium Seed Bank which is about 25 miles (45 minutes drive) away. The morning will be spent touring the facilities at the Millennium Seed Bank and visiting the various trade stands with opportunities for discussion and networking. There will be a buffet lunch prior to departure or optional tour of the exceptional National Trust gardens at Wakehurst Place at about 2.00 pm.

The changing climate has set environmental challenges around the globe that can only be met by science and technology. This conference will explore the current and future uses of controlled environment technology for scientific experiments and projects that seek to maintain and understand the complexity of the global biodiversity on which we all depend. The University of Sussex has a long history of using controlled environments for ecological experiments such as on rice growing in saline habitats, control of tropical diseases, and more recently limitations to grazing imposed by plant defences. The Millennium Seed Bank at Wakehurst Place is a national project administered as part of Kew Gardens and seeks to store and regenerate seeds from around the world.
